The URJA KIRAN 2022-23 program is a national initiative to promote the use of solar energy and
create awareness among the public about its benefits. The program aims to distribute cost-
effective solar panels and install them in various places across the country.

St John’s College Anchal, a leading educational institution in Anchal panchayat, Punalur
constituency, Kerala, organized a rally and a signature campaign as part of the URJA KIRAN
2022-23 program on 20/12/2023. The rally started from Market Junction Anchal at 10.00 am and
reached St John’s College Campus at 11.30 am. The signature campaign was inaugurated at the
college campus and continued till 1.30 pm.

The rally and the signature campaign were attended by a total of 123 participants, including
students, staff, local body members, and general public. The participants carried 25 placards
with slogans and messages on solar energy and its advantages. They also distributed pamphlets
and stickers to the public along the way.
